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ATTENTION ALL EAGLE BASIC ORDERING AGREEMENT (BOA) HOLDERS

The Government is providing the following SECRET Facility Clearance information to all EAGLE BOA Holders:

    a. A SECRET Facility Clearance will be required at solicitation closing date for many of the EAGLE Task Order Requests for Proposals (RFP).  Please refer to the RFP Issue and Award Forecast document posted on the EAGLE website, as all projected SECRET Facility Clearance requirements have been posted to this document for each task order.

    b. An EAGLE BOA will not facilitate the need for the SECRET Facility Clearance; therefore, if not already in possession of one, BOA Holders will need to obtain the SECRET Facility Clearance via sponsorship from another contractor who has the SECRET Facility Clearance.  

    c. A copy of Department of Security Service (DSS) pamphlet which provides guidance on how a BOA Holder can pursue sponsorship with another company is attached to this document.

FCL JUSTIFICATION:

A justification should include information
regarding the nature of the tasks or ser-
vices to be performed by the company
that require access to classified infor-
mation. Some examples are:

-A DD Form 254

-A security aspects letter

-A contract or statement of work
-A request for proposal

-A request for quotation

-A cooperative research and develop-
ment agreement (CRADA)

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Overview

The National Industrial Security Program
(NISP) was established by Executive
Order 12829 to safeguard classified
information released to contractors, li-
censees, and grantees of the U.S. Gov-
ernment. A facility is eligible for a Facility
Security Clearance (FCL) if it has a legit-
imate need for access to classified infor-
mation in connection with a U.S. Gov-
ernment or foreign government require-
ment and meets baseline requirements
for FCL eligibility. A FCL is an adminis-
trative determination that, from a nation-
al security standpoint, a facility is eligible
for access to classified information at
the same or lower classification category
as the FCL granted to the facility.

The Defense Security Service receives
approximately 80 new requests a week
to process a facility for a FCL. Approxi-
mately a third of these requests are re-
viewed and rejected back to the spon-
sor. The goal of this pamphlet is to add
transparency to the FCL process, im-
prove efficiency, and enhance communi-
cation between DSS and the Govern-
ment Contracting Activities.

Who Can Sponsor a facility for a
FCL?

A government contracting activity (GCA) or a current-
ly cleared contractor may sponsor an uncleared com-
pany for an FCL. The sponsorship package must
include the following:

1. The name, address, telephone number, and e-
mail address of the requester.

2. The name, address, and telephone number of
the company to be cleared, including a company
official who shall serve as the point of contact.

3. The level of FCL required.
A justification for the request.

Most Common Reasons Requests

are Rejected

1.  Written authorization by the Government Con-
tracting Activity (GCA) is needed when a prime
contractor is trying to subcontract with access to
Intelligence Information, COMSEC Information,
NATO Information, and CNWDI Information.
This authorization can be provided to DSS in
any written format that is easiest for you! This

could include, but is not limited to,
email, modification to the DD 254,
Addendum to the DD 254, or a
Memorandum for Record.

2. Incorrect information indicated on
either the sponsorship letter or justi-
fication. This may include an incor-
rect CAGE code, incorrect address,
or discrepancies between infor-
mation on the sponsorship letter
and what is reflected on the justifi-
cation.

3. No justification. See examples of
justifications on back panel.

4. Sponsored company is already
cleared or in process for a facility
clearance.

5. Sponsorship is for a solicitation in
which access to classified material
or information is not needed during
the pre-award stage.

What steps can you take
so that your request does
not get rejected?

1. Ensure a complete sponsorship
package, consisting of a sponsor-
ship letter and justification are pro-
vided to occ.facilities@dss.mil.

2. Review the information provided on
the sponsorship letter and justifica-
tion to ensure consistency.

3. Prior to submitting a sponsorship
package, check the Industrial Secu-
rity Facility Database (ISFD) to veri-
fy that the facility does not already
have a FCL. Please see back pan-
el for additional information on ob-
taining an ISFD account.
